Stirling Regional Centre

This is the beginning of more major transport modelling work to be undertaken in this area. At this
stage a calibrated base case has been prepared that consists of 56 traffic zones and more than 30
sets of signals.
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This model was assessed against some
255 Link Flows, 116 Turning Movements
and 3 travel time routes. An additional
queue length and driver behaviour
survey was undertaken using aerial
techniques by way of a helicopter.

Matrix estimation was complex but
made more than manageable using
the Estimator Module. Challenges for
this project included the replication of
observed congestion on the freeway
on both mid-block sections and at the
terminal points of the model.

New route display tools in version 6 proved invaluable for troubleshooting route choice issues,
especially when used in conjunction with the marking manager.
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
